Purpose

The purpose of this policy is to set out how we will help mothers who wish to breastfeed their babies in buildings managed by Heritage Services.
Policy statements
· We will do all we can to help visiting mothers who need to breastfeed their babies while in Heritage Services’ buildings.
· Because we have many people using our buildings, for many different activities, we will try to identify areas for breastfeeding, if required, where mothers will feel comfortable and safe. Staff will direct a mother to the appropriate seating.
· If available, private facilities for breastfeeding will be provided at the request of the breastfeeding mother. 
· Heritage Services staff will endeavour to meet the needs of any mother who wishes to breastfeed on these premises.
· This policy will be clearly displayed.

· To any member of the public visiting the Roman Baths and Pump Room, Assembly Rooms and Fashion Museum, Victoria Art Gallery and Bath Record Office.
· All staff members will be made aware of the policy.
