	1. Educational groups are required to provide teachers or other responsible adults to accompany their charges in ratios of 1:10 for children aged 11 and under, and in a ratio of 1:15 for children aged over 12.

2. Group leaders are required to sign an undertaking to take responsibility for the proper behaviour of their group on entry to the site. Any group found to be misbehaving is expelled.

3. Requirement for responsible teachers/leaders to be present in prescribed ratios (see 1. Above) and regular patrols of the site by staff.

4. Visits by educational parties are designed to avoid scenarios in which staff may have sole access to children.

5. Same controls applied to educational groups as other visitors. No special requirements identified. Emergency evacuation procedures reviewed regularly updated and practiced.
