	1. Children becoming distressed as a result of becoming separated from their party.

2. Teachers/leaders not exercising proper responsibility for their charges resulting in annoyance for other visitors and risk of damage to the monument and objects on display and interactives.

3. Risk of interference with children by other visitors.

4. Risk of interference with children by staff.

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	1. Educational groups are required to provide teachers or other responsible adults to accompany their charges in ratios of 1:10 for children aged 11 and under, and in a ratio of 1:15 for children aged over 12.

2. Group leaders are required to sign an undertaking to take responsibility for the proper behaviour of their group on entry to the site. Any group found to be misbehaving is expelled.

3. Requirement for responsible teachers/leaders to be present in prescribed ratios (see 1. Above) and regular patrols of the site by staff.

4. Visits by educational parties are designed to avoid scenarios in which staff may have sole access to children.

5. Same controls applied to educational groups as other visitors. No special requirements identified. Emergency evacuation procedures reviewed regularly, updated and practiced.

6. Covered by separate risk assessments depending on location.

7. Great bath area supervised. Warning notices displayed, audio commentary warning and guided tour warning. Rescue aids provided. There is always a member of staff on duty trained in First Aid.

8. A. A change of floor level at one end of the room could be a trip hazard. The change in level is delineated by use of a flooring material that is different in texture and colour to the rest of the floor and the boundary is highlighted with a visual marker. B. Equipment used is conventional school issue equipment with which children are likely to be familiar and so presents an insignificant risk. C. Objects selected for robust construction and replicas of more delicate objects used for handling to minimise risk to collection. Staff trained in object handling.
	1. 1-7.None required whilst current controls are maintained.
